Limit the amount of time a food truck can stay in one PUBLIC location (ex. public
street). If trucks make arrangements to be semi-permanent fixtures on private
property (ex. the food stand in the Home Depot parking lot), that should be
allowed, but the amount of time spent parked on a public street should be
limited.

as few restrictions as possible

Trucks should need standards on food handling, cleanliness, etc. Adequate trash
receptacles provided, or trucks are parked in places that have trash/recycling.

For special events like "Off the Grid" or "Moveable Feast" the time limit would be
extended as well as the limit on the # of food trucks.

Perhaps they shouldn't be too close to schools or other, more-permanent
restaurants. But make sure these regulations don't have a chilling effect on food
trucks.

Brick and mortar restaurants need operating permits so food trucks should have

relevant permits as well. However, the choices for this question do not help me
understand the types of standards/conditions the City feels it needs to impose on
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food trucks. I'd be in favor of reasonable standards/conditions but against
anything overly restrictive. As you communicate on this issue, please help clarify
the elements under consideration.

If you put up too many barriers, they will easily just go down the street to
mountain view, Santa Clara and Los Altos and have Sunnyvale out of the
picture.

The location of these vehicles can be used to revitalize some areas, such as
shopping malls that are in decline, or to help schools and community
organizations raise funds by hosting the events. In other words, try to be
purposeful in the planning aspect of this so there is some community benefit.

On private property, food trucks should be required to meet the same standards
and have the same permits as caterers. On public property they should be
required to have a permit and meet the same standards as restaurants.

Why do we want to regulate this beyond ensuring the food trucks are clean and
have permission from private property owners to park? If there's demand, the
food trucks will come. If not, they won't.

guestions are unclear. for example, "on private property" is OK for 1-2 trucks
coming to a company for lunch, but large events without permits may be an
issue. Sample regulations could allow companies to have 1-2 trucks for lunch
without permits, but also allow a blanket permit for an organization such as
Moveable Feast with specific frequency, locations, and amount of time.

Preferably no food trucks in the City of Sunnyvale.
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A blanket exemption for limited activity without requiring a business license. An
everyday seller should be required to have a business license. The county health
department should handle any health related concerns, NOT the city.

conduct random truck inspections

It's hard to come up with fixed limits as it depends on the situation. Perhaps if 3
or more will be at one location then a special event permit should be required. As
for permits, as long as they have to follow inspection standards similar to a
restaurant (but appropriate for a food truck) at the city, county, or state level, that
is fine. Perhaps this should cover any moveable food establishment (truck,
trailer, tent) that costs more than $500 or $1000 or more than $200 of food may
be sold -- or something like that. Would like to exempt kid lemonade stands but
include everyone else that is doing serious business. It is important to define
what a food truck is and what the objectives are for permits/regulations. Are they
already covered by sufficient regulation at county or state level?

As long as the trucks operate within the standards for safe eating experiences,
we should encourage them to operate in Sunnyvale -- it's good for our
community.

Competition is American. Open markets are the American dream, and Food

Truck owners are entrepreneurs too. There's one really important thing I'd like to
share. I'm sure you've heard from stationary businesses that competition from
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vendors is “unfair". But this argument doesn't stand up to scrutiny. This argument
ignores all of the downsides that come from operating on the street. There are a
lot of advantages you have with a physical location that you don’t have with a
truck, and there are a lot of costs you have with a truck that you don’t have with
a physical location. Street vendors offer fewer services: Customers are exposed
to the weather, have no place to sit, choose from a very limited menu and cannot
be served by waitstaff. Entrepreneurs have no guarantee that they will be able to
find a good available location. In the winter when its cold and gets dark early,
business is bad for trucks. By contrast, brick-and-mortar businesses enjoy a
consistent location shielded from the weather, places for customers to sit, and
conveniences like bathrooms and cash machines. Additionally, street businesses
typically generate a smaller profit margin than brick-and-mortar businesses.
Brick-andmortar businesses receive a great deal in return for their higher costs.
Their larger investments enable them to offer services vendors cannot. The
differences in costs between stationary and mobile businesses simply reflect
different business models and different entrepreneurs’ views on the trade-offs
between larger investments and levels of service. It is not clear what is “unfair”
about this. Also please consider there is a vitality that comes with food truck
gatherings! Ever been to San Louis Obispo on Thursday evening for their
Downtown Farmers Market? Every single shop is open til 10 or 11pm. Loaded
with customers Tons of street food and all the restaurants are full. Its absolutly
amazing. Imagine if we could replicate that on a sleepy weeknight in Sunnyvale!
