SUBJECT: ADOPTION OF 2008 TENTATIVE COUNCIL MEETING AGENDA
CALENDAR AND BUDGET MODIFICATION NO. 34

REPORT IN BRIEF

The City’s Planning and Management System (PAMS) calls for an annual
Tentative Council Meeting Agenda Calendar (TCMAC), which schedules Council
meeting dates, and dates for presentations of study issues ranked by Council
at its workshop in January. It is recommended that the City Council review
the attached documents and modify or approve the following:

e The 2008 Tentative Council Meeting Agenda Calendar (Attachment A).
The calendar shows specific study items, mandatory and routine items,
as well as other noteworthy items, events and cancelled meetings.

e« Budget Modification No. 34 appropriates funding for those new study
issues that require additional resources to proceed.

Staff recommends adoption and approval of the TCMAC and Budget
Modification as presented.

BACKGROUND

PAMS includes a process whereby the City Council reviews various proposals
for study at an annual workshop in January and establishes an annual
calendar which reflects the Council’s priority issues from the workshop.

On January 25, 2008, the Council held its annual study issues and budget
issues workshop. By Department, Council assigned a priority to each of the
study issues submitted and discussed. Staff has since assessed its ability to
undertake the priority issues, taking into consideration ongoing departmental
workloads (Attachment B - Study Issues Priority List by Department). The
TCMAC (Attachment A) includes those priority Council study issues staff
believes can be addressed during 2008.

Utilize the Calendar as the City’s principal short range planning tool (Policy
7.3A.1).

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DISCUSSION

The 2008 Tentative Council Meeting Agenda Calendar (Attachment A) contains
study issues, routine and mandatory items, Council meetings, study sessions,
state and national conferences, holidays, and special events or meetings.
Dates when no meetings are scheduled are also noted. Mandatory items, such
as the annual report regarding development impact fees, have not been
included on the Priorities List (Attachment B); however, they are listed on the
Calendar (Attachment A), require staff time, and are considered when
determining the amount of staff time available for new and continuing study
issues.

Similar to previous years, placeholders have been inserted for Planning items
such as permits, development applications, and appeals. Whenever possible,
staff has not scheduled study issues during meetings with Planning items in
order to help facilitate and manage the meetings. For a complete listing of
closed meetings and study sessions and other special meetings and events,
please see Attachment C.

Additional study sessions and other special meetings may be needed after more
information is known about the complexity of certain issues or as new items
arise. If there are study issues not scheduled for study sessions that Council
believes should be, or scheduled study sessions that are unnecessary, Council
should so indicate at this time.

The Study Issues Priorities List by Department (Attachment B) identifies
continuing and new study issues by department. The issues are presented in
three sections — Above the Line, Below the Line and Continuing.

The Priorities List shows the ranking given by Council to each new issue. Each
department was asked to establish a cutoff point below which new issues
receiving a lower priority would not be addressed due to workload demands
and other factors. Those items falling “below the line” are considered deferred
and will automatically be brought back to Council for consideration at the
January 2009 Study Issues/Budget Issues Workshop. The dates for “above the
line” study issues are scheduled on the 2008 Tentative Council Meeting Agenda
Calendar (Attachment A).

Every effort will be made to keep study issues on track to meet the approved
Calendar; however, scheduled dates are tentative. To assist Council members
in responding to inquiries or concerns from constituents, staff will continue to
advise Council of any revisions to the Calendar. The Calendar is maintained
and updated weekly on the City’s website and is included in the Council
agenda meeting packets.

Work on the study issues will commence in the order in which they are ranked.
However, since some studies require fewer staff hours (and/or require less time
to process) they will not be completed in the order in which they are ranked. A
good illustration of this is Attachment D, Community Development
Department/Planning 2008 Advanced Planning Schedule. The table in
Attachment D reflects starts and finish dates for New/Continuing study issues
for the Community Development Department. The table also shows the number
of months required for completion of each study and the number of CDD hours
required.

The study issues for each Department are as follows:

Office of the City Attorney — no Continuing Items or New Items.

Office of the City Manager — no Continuing Items. Three new items ranked by
Council; proposing to work on all three in 2008.

Community Development — four Continuing Items. Sixteen new items ranked
by Council; proposing to work on eight of the studies in 2008. One of the new
studies is scheduled for completion in 2009.

Employment Development Department - no Continuing or New Items.

Finance Department — no Continuing Items. Three new items ranked by
Council; proposing to work on all three in 2008.

Human Resources Department — no Continuing Items. One new item ranked
by Council; proposing to work on that study issue in 2008.

Information Technology Department — no Continuing or New Items.

Library Services Department — no Continuing Items. One new item ranked by
Council; proposing to work on that item in 2008.

Parks and Recreation Department — three Continuing Items. Five new items
ranked by Council; proposing to work on one of the studies in 2008.

Department of Public Safety — one Continuing Item. Two new items ranked by
Council; proposing to work on both of the studies in 2008.

Department of Public Works — four Continuing Items. Ten new items ranked
by Council; proposing to work on four of the studies in 2008.

Revised 2008 Study Issue Papers
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At the January Workshop, Council directed the Library, Department of Public
Safety, and Department of Public Works to revise several study issue papers;
revisions are necessary when issues are combined, to accommodate Council-
requested changes, or to adjust particular details of the study issue paper,
such as hours, to be more accurate. The revised Study Issue Papers are
attached as follows:

e Attachment E - Proposed New Council Study Issue Paper LIB-0O1
(Exploration of a Branch Library in Sunnyvale)

e Attachment F - Proposed New Council Study Issue Paper DPS-04
(Municipal Code Revision — Chapter 5.36 Taxicabs)

e Attachment G — Proposed New Council Study Issue Paper DPW-20 (Kaiser
Hospital Study)

FISCAL IMPACT

As discussed in the previous section, several of the study issues require
funding. If these issues are approved, appropriations would be necessary.
Budget Modification No. 34 has been prepared to appropriate funds for the
three study issues that require immediate funding and to request authorization
to appropriate any funds received from Kaiser Hospital to finance the third
issue.

CDD-11 — Peery Park Specific Plan. This study issue focuses on potential
reinvestment into the Perry Park area to increase and attract investments in
the area by developers and other investors. This issue requires $300,000 from
the General Fund. Of the total, $80,000 will be used to hire a traffic
consultant to run several land-use scenarios and assist in capacity analysis.
The remaining $220,000 will be used for other infrastructure analysis and to
prepare an environmental impact report.

CDD-18 — Lawrence Station Transit Village. This study issue would review
ways to promote development near the Lawrence Station to encourage higher
usage levels. This issue requires $25,000 from the General Fund to finance
architectural and urban design services.

CDD-2C — New Residential Heritage Districts. This study issue was first
brought before Council in 2007. At that time, Council directed staff to
resubmit the issue for consideration in 2008. Study Issue CDD-2C includes
preparing a detailed evaluation for a heritage designation for the Fairorchard
and Southwood Neighborhoods ($46,000); completing research on heritage
designations for five individual properties ($17,500); developing design
guidelines for Eichler homes throughout the City ($25,000); and updating the
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design policy for the Taaffe/Frances Neighborhood ($10,000). This issue
requires a total of $98,500 from the General Fund.

DPW-20 — Kaiser Hospital Access Study. This issue requires that a study be
conducted to determine traffic generation, traffic patterns, traffic control
warrants, and traffic calming. The cost of the issue is $50,000 which is
recommended to be provided by Kaiser Hospital. If this occurs, Council's
authorization is requested to accept and appropriate to a new project any
monies received from Kaiser Hospital to conduct DPW-20 — Kaiser Hospital
Access Study. This action will appropriate only funds received from Kaiser
Hospital; no City funds will be used on this project.

In summary, Budget Modification No. 34 would appropriate $423,500 from the
Service Level Set-aside to CDD-11 ($300,000); CDD-18 ($25,000); and CDD-2C
($98,500). Also included in the budget modification is authorization to
appropriate any funds received from Kaiser Hospital for the traffic study on
Homestead Road. No additional City funds would be appropriated to this
project unless subsequent and separate action is taken by the Council. The
following table presents Budget Modification No. 34:

1. What are the key elements of the issue? What precipitated it?

At the January 25, 2008 Council Study and Budget Issues Workshop, Council voted
approval of a study issue to explore a branch library in Sunnyvale, which was a
change in the scope of the original study issue request. The Council directed staff to
look at the issue of a branch library within Sunnyvale, not specifically for central/north
Sunnyvale. Where staff would have had one area of focus, which already had been
part of the Sunnyvale Library of the Future Study and Strategy, staff now will be
looking at a much larger area under the revised study issue. As a result, the amount
of time staff needs to complete this study issue reflects an increase from the original
estimate, and the time frame has been adjusted to account for the duration of time
needed to make arrangements for public meetings to gather information from the
community about branch library needs, and to identify potential locations and lease
opportunities available throughout the City.

The key elements listed below are from the original scope proposed to study a branch
library for central/north Sunnyvale. These key elements still apply, although the study
will be approached from a broader perspective, allowing for any part of Sunnyvale to
be considered for a branch based on community needs and lease opportunities.

Original text for key elements:

This study issue, as proposed by a councilmember, would establish a branch library
in central/north Sunnyvale through a lease arrangement for office space sited within
walking distance of a park, or a designated park site, and within walking distance of a
commercial area suitable for businesses consonant with a library use, such as coffee
shops. Possible alignment along the Sunnyvale Avenue - Borregas corridor to be
formed by the new bike bridges could result in synergy with: Murphy Park, Bishop
School, Maude businesses, and points north.

The purpose of the proposal is to address inadequate library facilities in central and
north Sunnyvale, low school rankings, low property assessments and low turn-over,
struggling businesses and crowded conditions in the existing main library. It is
suggested as well that a branch library in central/north Sunnyvale would seed

new economic activity by this City-sponsored investment and result in turnover of
homes, strengthen the small business environment, with an increase in sales and
property tax revenue, eventually pay back the investment.

A joint-use facility with Columbia Middle School, as an example of a possible branch
library in the north Sunnyvale area, was carefully considered as part of the Sunnyvale

D IAIDINNQ

Library of the Future Study and Strategy in 2006/2007. The Study concluded that in
order for a branch library to be effective in usefulness to the community and reach an
economy of scale for services and materials, it should be no less than 16,000 s.f. to
24,000 s.fin size and located in an area that is convenient to a large segment of the
population. The branch would need to be open 52 hours and have a collection

of 75,000 items. During the Study, staff and the consultant were not able to

identify any other suitable sites that would meet the criteria for an effective branch
library. A smaller library, with fewer hours, a smaller staff and collection would be
inadequate for Sunnyvale's needs. Such a branch would not be in a convenient
location to the overall community; it would not have enough resources and therefore,
would not attract users. Staff feels the branch library would most likely be deemed
second rate, and that it would be unlikely to reduce the pressure on the main library.

This Study Issue specifies the use of lease space. Leasing space would cost less
than building a new branch, however, other capital costs associated with a branch
would be the same. For example, establishing a collection of materials, procuring
and installing the furnishings/equipment would cost approximately $2M. This figure
does not include the probable cost of tenant improvements, which would be much
more than for a standard office setting. Operating costs would be the same for a
leased library building in comparison to a new building in terms of staffing, ongoing
materials collection costs, supplies, utilities, etc. The Sunnyvale Library of the Future
Study and Strategy estimated that ongoing operational costs for a branch library
would be $1.1M per year. If funded, a branch would offer less benefit to the overall
community, cost more per service unit, and possibly diminish the City's ability to
address pressing issues at the main library.

2. How does this relate to the General Plan or existing City Policy?

The Library Sub-element of the General Plan was adopted by Council on April 8,
2003. The Sub-element contains the following goals and action statements relating to
the library facility:

Goal 6.2D Maintain library facilities and materials that are easily obtainable and
appropriate based on changing community needs.

The capital costs would include: opening day collection of materials, furniture and fixtures,
shelving, and equipment such as computers, the theft detection system and tenant
improvements at a cost of $2M, or more. Variables which will affect the operational
expenditures include the size of the office space to be leased, staffing, ongoing materials
collection costs, technology resources, and schedule of open hours. As indicated in the
Sunnyvale Library of the Future Study and Strategy of 2006/2007, a City-owned 16,000 to
24,000 square foot facility containing 75,000 items, open 52 hours per week and with a staff of
10 persons was estimated to cost $1.1M annually as described in the January 23, 2007 Report
to Council, RTC 07-017. This cost would be the same for a library in a leased facility.

On January 23, 2007, Council gave direction to study three library facility options to
address findings from a community needs assessment and development of plan of
service created through a collaborative process with Anderson Brule Architects, Library
staff and the public as participants. Included among the three options was a library
school/public library joint-use facility, such as Columbia Middle School, as an example
of a public library branch. The Library of the Future Study and Strategy, completed in
June 2007, recommended against the joint-use facility scenario. In addition, a branch
was considered cost prohibitive, inefficient and would not defray the need for a
comprehensive main library. While this proposed Study Issue suggests a lease option
to obtain space in central/north Sunnyvale, a specific location meeting the criteria for
the most effective branch library still would need to be identified. The operating costs
would be the same for a library in a leased facility of an adequate size. Resources
would be needed on an ongoing basis for $1.1M in operating costs for the branch.

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Inadequacies of the current main library still would need to be addressed, as well, to
meet community needs.

Staff recommends against studying this issue for the following reasons:

1) Establishing a branch library was part of the Sunnyvale Library of the Future Study
and Strategy, which concluded that a branch would be expensive, inefficient, and
therefore not the best use of the City's limited resources.

2) Given that City resources are limited and that the City would be unlikely to be able to
afford establishing a branch library as well as improving facilities/services of a main
library, staff believes that the community would derive greater benefit from improving
the main library. The main library is highly used and a number of deficiencies have
been noted there which still exist.

1.0 Land Use and Transportation

1. What are the key elements of the issue? What precipitated it?

At the Council meeting of November 20, 2007, representatives of the new Kaiser
Hospital development in Santa Clara spoke of their interest in possible
reconfigurations of traffic patterns and/or traffic signalization on Homestead road as a
result of that development. Councilmembers Hamilton, Spitaleri and Lee supported a
study issue paper for Council consideration.

Specific Council action taken in 1996 was to “approve a modified median barrier on
Homestead Road which would allow left turns into Kaiser Hospital, but continue to
preclude left turns from Kaiser Hospital onto Homestead Road.” This action followed
significant community outreach and numerous public meetings. The prohibition of a
left turn onto Homestead was specifically intended to minimize impacts to adjacent
Sunnyvale neighborhoods. The City did “reserve the right to reconsider its (1996)
decision should the nature or intensity of the proposed project be changed”. This
study would investigate a change in traffic signalization, a left turn onto Homestead
Road or reconsideration of traffic patterns in general. The scope of the analysis would
include investigation of traffic distribution to and from all access points to the Kaiser
facility, and consideration of new access points as an alternative to allowing left turns
on Homestead Road or as an augmentation of allowing left turns onto Homestead
Road, as suggested by Vice-Mayor Hamilton. Detailed historical information is
available in RTC’s 95-281 and 96-117.
