The YMCA of Silicon Valley’s Project Cornerstone has identified the 41 
Developmental Assets for youth and spearheads a coalition of schools and 
community organizations – including the City of Sunnyvale –  that promote 
the Developmental Assets through our programs and activities. Together we 
can improve young people’s readiness for life after high school, including 
college and career choices – and it all starts as early as preschool.
