Day 1 -Saturday, June 17- FLY TO SALT LAKE CITY

Tonight, dine in the park; before retiring for the night, be sure to
step out and take in the grand panorama of stars.

Explore the town on a private trolley tour and learn a bit about its founding,
expansion and decline from your entertaining guide. Journey on to Rapid City for a two night stay. Tonight you will have
the option of visiting Mt. Rushmore to see the magical illumination ceremony.
