The focus of our inspections is fire hydrants, standpipes, water supplies for firefighting operations, emergency vehicle access roads, lot identification, and general fire safety including open burning and abatement of weeds, debris and combustible material storage that present a fire hazard.

Owners and operators of mobile home parks are required by State Law to have hydrants and water supplies inspected and tested regularly to ensure they will operate properly when needed by the Fire Department. Owners and operators are also required to keep fire lanes unobstructed and accessible to emergency response vehicles at all times.

Homeowners are responsible for keeping lots and exterior spaces free of hazardous combustible material storage and following safe practices when grilling (Grilling Safety Tips 2013.docx) and using open flame devices and equipment.
