Put books in boxes where titles can be easily read.

Have a “Free” box of things that may be missing parts, or need repair.
Have plenty of change and S1 bills.

Put showcase items out front to attract shoppers.

Provide day care for your young children so you can focus on your sale.
Display a sign stating, “All Sales Final”, to avoid returns.

Consider having baked goods for customers to welcome them to your sale!

Some thoughtful safeguards:

Don’t allow shoppers to use your bathroom, direct them to closest public
facilities.

Don’t leave your money unattended.
Eliminate any tripping or falling hazards to shoppers.
