City Program
Rain Barrel Rebate for Businesses

In October, the City of Sunnyvale,
in partnership with the Bay Area
Water Supply and Conservation
Agency, started offering rebates
to users of rain barrels as part of a
program encouraging everyone to
conserve drinking water and use
other sources for landscaping.

Sunnyvale will offer $50 rebates
per barrel, up to two barrels per
household for residents, or four for
commercial properties. Barrels must
be purchased between now and
June 30, 2015, and maintained for at
least three years after receipt of the
rebate.

Cradle2Cradle as well as USDA
Certified 100% Biobased Product
Certifications. To see the product in
action, visit any area Whole Foods
store. Whole Foods purchases the
flat panels, prints their custom art
on the material and then fabricates
three-dimensional signs. And, at
end of life, when most products
like this end up in a landfill, Noble
Environmental is scaling up to take
its products back for recycling.

which allows free, convenient paint
drop off at participating retail stores.

Due to the overwhelming
response to the program, please call
the site ahead of time to make sure
they are able to accept your paint.

Your Inquiries

If you have large volumes of
unwanted paint, PaintCare now
offers a free and convenient
collection service. This service is
available to residents or businesses
with at least 300 gallons of paint.
Go to Paintcare.org to schedule a
pick up.

What happens to the paint?

M ost of the paint is reprocessed
into new paint, given away for
reuse or sold at nonprofit ReStores
such as the ones operated by
Habitat for Humanity.
