This measure is based upon a regional standard of a PCI rating of 60-74 being "good," and 75-89 being "very good." The City goal of keeping our streets with an average PCI rating above 80 has helped us to excel in this category. This rating is two years old as we last performed our biannual street survey in FY04-05 and is elevated due to the amount of resurfacing done the two years prior to the survey. Due to the limited amount of resurfacing we have done these past two years it is anticipated that this rating will be lower after our next street survey is completed this fiscal year.

This measure ended at 79% last year, and continued to drop over the past two years. It may rise a little due to the arterial streets to be slurried using the Sunnyvale Works! project. The corrective maintenance and slurry seal of arterial streets should improve the PCI for those streets. However, if maintenance investment cannot be increased to keep up with the cost of materials, this target should be changed to acknowledge the resulting service level reduction.
