PUBLIC HEARINGS/GENERAL BUSINESS

2. Review and Approval of Annual Code of Ethics and Conduct for Elected and
Appointed Officials

Superintendent Wax provided a review of the Annual Code of Ethics and Conduct for
Elected and Appointed Official for 2013. He invited Commissioners to provide
comments for Council’'s consideration. Commissioners commented that the code is
thorough and clear. Chair Park reminded Commissioners to state whether they are
presenting their own personal opinion or representing a Commission when presenting
public comments.

MOTION: Commissioner Santos moved to approve the Annual Code of Ethics and
Conduct for Elected and Appointed Officials as written. Commissioner Karun
seconded the motion.

VOTE (4-0) APPROVED unanimously.

Superintendent Wax reviewed the draft annual work plan for 2014. Commissioners are
requested to consider items for inclusion in the 2014 Work Plan.

NON-AGENDA ITEMS AND COMMENTS

COMMISSION MEMBERS ORAL COMMENTS:
Commissioner Moshier shared a brochure for Project Los Altos: SFMOMA in Silicon
Valley showing November 9, 2013 through March 2, 2014.

Chair Park attended the California Latino Caucus weekend workshop. She stated it
was very informative and included a thorough workshop on ethics.
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STAFF ORAL COMMENTS:

Superintendent Wax provided information at the request of Commissioner Moshier
regarding upcoming Art in Private Development (AIPD) projects. There are no AIPD
reviews anticipated over next three months.

Manager McLane provided an update regarding the Commission’s request to determine
the viability of painting or decorating utility boxes. Staff is benchmarking other city’s
utility box programs and working with the Sunnyvale Department of Public Works and
Department of Public Safety to understand the amount of time spent on removing graffiti
from utility boxes in Sunnyvale. A full report is anticipated for the January Arts
Commission meeting.

Staff committed to provide information about the allocation of the fee waiver program
and will also follow up regarding art gallery operations and related costs at a future
meeting.

INFORMATION ONLY ITEMS

BBCV Compass Bank Mural -

Manager McLane provided information about the privately owned mural at the BBCV
Compass Bank at Chair Park’s request to ensure the art is preserved. Staff reported
that they are not aware of any plans for the building to be redeveloped at this time.
Because the mural is privately owned, the City has no authority over the art. Private
residents can contact the property owner to express support for preservation of the
mural. Staff will provide the Commissioners with the property owners contact
information.
