What is an ARU?

AFFORDABLE RENTAL UNITS (ARUs)

ARU s are a special kind of affordable housing rental unit, created in developments that received a State of
California density bonus when they were built. The main difference between ARUs and a standard BMR
rental units is that ARU rents and income limits are lower than the limits for BMR rentals.

The City of Sunnyvale does not maintain a waiting list for ARU. Each participating property
management office maintains its own waiting list.

To apply, complete a Waiting List Application and either mail or hand-deliver it directly to
each property.

Property managers at each complex screen applicants for eligibility, and notify applicants when
units are available.

Contact each complex directly for more information about the property.

If your application is not accepted by the office for any reason (other than being incomplete) you
may file a written complaint to the City at the address below, with your name, phone number,
address, date of refusal, and name of the property manager who refused your application. The
City will investigate complaints as appropriate.
